To be eligible for the Fellows Future Fund:
· You must have graduated from an SSE programme that was 6 months or longer and not be on a current programme.
· The most recent SSE course must have ended at least 12 months ago. 
· If you are on or applying for a Fellows follow on programme, such as the PwC Black Social Entrepreneurs Programme, you can apply for both of these programmes, but will be asked to opt for one if successful for both.
· You must not have received a previous SSE Fellows Future Fund award, though you can have applied before.
· Your organisation must have had a turnover of at least £25,000 in the last financial year. If Covid-19 severely impacted your organisation's financial position, please get in touch
· Your organisation must have a legal structure which includes required clauses - including a social purpose organisation, a restriction on profit, so that most profits are returned for social purposes, and an asset lock, so that it cannot distribute for private benefit on winding up. 
· Your organisation must be based in the UK but may  be active anywhere in the world.
· You must be able to attend one of the Shortlisting Round dates, and the final Pitching Panel
